1. Go to https://www.hart.gov.uk/local-plan-consultation-2016 . Scroll down the page and the response form
is at the bottom.

2. Complete your NAME and your POSTCODE. THIS IS ESSENTIAL or will void your return.

3. Then the minimum you need complete is: Q4 and Q5.

Q4. Of the 3 possible approaches that could deliver new homes in Hart, which one should we prioritise to
deliver the majority of our housing needs? If you don’t want a new settlement anywhere in Hart then we
encourage you to make approach 3 your 3™ choice

Please rank your choice in order of preference (1 = most preferred to 3 = least preferred). You MUST click on
one choice on each line. We recommend that you rank Approach 1 as 1, Approach 2 as 2 and Approach 3
as 3.

Approach 1 - Disperse development throughout the following towns and villages: Blackwater and Hawley, Crondall,
Eversley, Ewshot, Fleet, Elvetham, Church Crookham, Hartley Wintney, Hook, Rotherwick and Yateley.

Approach 2 - Strategic Urban Extensions at main settlements: West of Hook, Pale Lane Farm adjacent to Elvetham Heath,
and west of Fleet.

Approach 3 - A new settlement at Winchfield

You don’t have to comment, but it would be really helpful if you could add a comment like “Hart must build
on all Brownfield before Greenfield development” or “Brownfield has been shown to be able to supply the
likely demand without other options. Brownfield first followed by dispersal” or “Why not base the
consultation on the new, lower SHMA?

Q5. If we need to combine approaches, which combinations do you prefer? If you don’t want a new
settlement, then we encourage you to select ‘Approach 4’ as your first choice and we encourage that
Approach 7 should be your second choice, with Approach 6 as your third choice and Approach 5 as your
fourth choice.

Please rank your choice in order of preference (1 = most preferred to 4 = least preferred). You MUST click on
one choice on each line.

Approach 4 - Combine approaches 1 and 2: Disperse development throughout towns and villages across the
district and Strategic urban extensions at main settlements

Approach 5 - Combine approaches 2 and 3: Strategic urban extensions at main settlements and A new
settlement at Winchfield

Approach 6 - Combine approaches 3 and 1: A new settlement at Winchfield and disperse development
throughout the towns and villages across the district

Approach 7 - Combine all 3 approaches: Disperse development throughout towns and villages across the district,
Strategic urban extensions at main settlements and A new settlement at Winchfield

Again, you don’t need to comment, but an example might be: “It seems unfair that | must rank 3 out of 4
that include a New Town at Winchfield. | don’t believe a New Town is required” or “You shouldn’t accept
any overflow housing from Surrey Heath or Rushmoor in any circumstances” or “The scope of this
consultation is not enough to ensure a sound local plan”
